The official race
director reserves the right, in event of an emergency or local or national disaster, or other conditions outside of the con-
trol of race organizers, to cancel the race or to change the day and/or time to a later day and, in the event of cancellation
or change there will be NO refund issued of entry fees. I recognize that photos may be taken at the event and specifically
authorize Fayette Senior Services to publish photos of my participation in the event. I agree not to wear headsets, bring
a pet, use roller blades, ride scooters or bikes and acknowledge that no exceptions will be made. Runners with strollers
and wagons are allowed only during the walk and 5K, but not the 10K, and only if they are behind all other participants.

ous activity on or near the course. I acknowledge that running a road race is potentially hazardous and that I should not
enter and run in this event unless I am medically able and properly trained. I recognize that vehicles have access along
the race course and there may be traffic on and around the course and I hereby assume the risk of running in traffic. I
assume all risks associated with running in this event, including but not limited to: falls, collisions with vehicles, bicycles
and pedestrians, contact with other participants, dog attacks, the effects of the weather, and road conditions, which are
all risks known to me. Having read this waiver and knowing these risks and in consideration for the acceptance of my
entry, I hereby, for myself, my heirs, executors, administrators or anyone else who might claim on my behalf, covenant
not to sue and waive, release and forever discharge Fayette Senior Services, Inc., its agents and assigns, race management
personnel, and other individuals and groups involved in holding this event, from any claims.
